Report

Museum volunteers are playing an instrumental role in the
Horticultural Hall climate control upgrade. The HVAC
system (heating, ventilating and air conditioning) includes a
chiller and boiler that is approximately 30 years old. The
whole system is in the process of being replaced. This need
was identified by the Facilities Committee, and the result wil
be greater energy efficiency and reliability throughout the
entire building, including the galleries.

So where do the museum volunteers fit in? They are working
diligently to pack and move museum collections that are

stored in the attic where sometbé current HYAC equipment

is located. In order to help get the objects out of the way of
construction, volunteers have so far packed more than 250
boxes and, working with staff, have moved ceramics,

paintings, tinware, framed samplers, linen sheetdjrglfans

and exhibit props. In addition, most staff members have

volunteered some of their time to help with the move and three
summer interns have joined the effort on a more regular basis.
As of the time this article is being written, there is stiliah
work to do. However, all of these careful hands have made
considerable progress.
